Independent People is a voluntary organisation providing 

housing and support to 16-25 year old homeless people in 

Bristol and South Gloucestershire.  

We’re not called Independent People for nothing!  

We want young people to do things for themselves, but sometimes this means giving 

them some encouragement or helping them to get started. Many of the young people 

we support have never lived alone or away from home – they are not great at 

budgeting or maintaining their property. 

Believe it or not the mere fact that you have voluntarily decided to help them like this 

is hugely beneficial to their confidence. 

We don’t always get a chance to decorate a young person’s room before they move 

in so often they move into an undecorated place; granted - it’s better than nothing - 

but not very nice. We are only a small organisation so it can take months for us to 

get round to decorating it.  

A lot of the young people in our properties would like to use the communal gardens 

but don’t know where to start.  

Who qualifies?  

Some of the young people we house are... how we shall put it.... not very good at 

paying their rent. Here’s where the challenge comes in – to qualify for getting their 

room painted they have to pay their rent (or at least stick to their repayment plan) on 

time for six months.  

To get the garden done up the whole household has to have been recommended by 

their housing officer.    

What’s in it for you and your staff? 

 Use it as a development day - one of the team can act as the Team Leader. 

They’ll need to do a risk assessment, plan the fundraising and organise the 

team (we can help you with all this).  

 You’ll make a real and lasting difference to a young person’s everyday life.  

 Learn basic decorating/gardening techniques  

 You WILL feel good about it! Become a Friend of Independent People and get 

regular updates through our website.
